Visit Urgent Care Clinic for:

Minor eye and ear problems

Symptoms of respiratory 
illness, such as fever, cough, 
runny nose, sneezing, sore 
throat, headache or  
muscle ache

Symptoms of gastroenteritis, 
such as diarrhoea, vomiting, 
nausea or fever

Mild burns

Minor infections

Minor fractures, sprains  
and sports injuries

Back and neck pain

Pain when urinating (UTIs)

Stitches and glue for  
minor cuts

Insect bites and rashes
